JON LUDWIG NOMINATED FOR EMMY

Center for Puppetry Arts Associate Artistic Director 

nominated for work on Disney’s Book of Pooh
ATLANTA, March 2005 – The National Television Academy announced the nominees for the 32nd annual Daytime Emmy Awards on March 2, 2005. The Center for Puppetry Arts is pleased to announce that Jon Ludwig, Associate Artistic Director, is nominated for Outstanding Directing in a Children’s Series, along with Mitchell Kreigman and Dean Gordon, for Disney Channel’s The Book of Pooh. The directors are recognized for the episode “The Great Honey Pot/Paging Piglet,” which premiered on April 8, 2004. 

An accomplished writer, performer and director, Ludwig is a renowned artist in the field of puppetry. In his 25 years at the Center, Ludwig has written and directed more than 15 distinctive shows for the Family Series and the New Directions Series, garnering numerous awards and critics’ praise. Most recently, Avanti, Da Vinci! The Secret Adventures of Leonardo da Vinci, which he wrote with Jason Hines, sold out its Atlanta premiere and then traveled to the Slovak Republic, where it became the first U.S. production to be performed at the Bábkarska Bystrica Puppetry Festival. He has won four UNIMA-USA Citations of Excellence in the Art of Puppetry, considered to be the Oscar of the puppetry world, for Heaven and Hell Tour, Safe as Milk, The Plant Doctors and Kwaidan (with Mitsuru Ishi and Ping Chong). Ludwig wrote, designed and puppeteered the shadow puppet segments for the Disney Channel/Henson Production television show, Bear in the Big Blue House and was named a member of the Directors Guild of America in 2001 for direction of The Book of Pooh.

Disney Channel premiered The Book of Pooh in January 2001. Inspired by the literary creations of author A.A. Milne and the creative mind of Emmy Award® winner Mitchell Kriegman, The Book of Pooh is the first television program to combine the 300 year old art of Japanese Bunraku puppetry with newly developed, computer generated “virtual sets.”

The Daytime Emmy Awards recognize outstanding achievement in all fields of daytime television production. This year’s awards ceremony will be broadcast live on CBS on Friday, May 20 from New York City’s Radio Music Hall from 9:00 – 11:00 pm (ET).
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
