Solo puppeteer Jim Napolitano performs the story in a four-part mini-series.  In amongst Jack’s adventures is a roller coaster ride of short stories, vignettes and songs from children's literature, traditional puppet theater, and the imagination of the master puppeteer.  This fast-paced, action-packed show features hand-crafted shadow figures and is full of laughs for the whole family.
