Wonders from His Workshop provides a glimpse of more than fifty years of innovation and highlights unforget-
table Henson creations such as Big Bird, Mokey Fraggle, Emmet and Ma Otter, and Sir Didymus. Jim Henson: 
Puppeteer and Jim Henson:  A Man & His Frog are also on long-term display.
